Bazen bu mekanizmanin simdi burada ne isi var, olmasayd1 isimi daha rahat ve kolay yapardim diye
diistindiigliniiz oluyor mu? Eger sizin igin isler boyleyse ellerinize belkide son kez bakiyorsunuz.

Istatistikler gdsteriyor ki; her 10 “giin kayipli kaza”dan 3’ ii eller ve kollarda meydana geliyor ve
“uzuv kayipl kaza”larin neredeyse %10’ u makinalardan kaynaklaniyor. Makinelerdeki koruyucu
ekipmanlar ellerdeki tiim yaralanmalar1 6nleyemezken, ge¢miste bir ¢cok uzuv kayipli ve sakat
birakan kazalar1 6nledikleri agikardir.

Makinalardaki koruyucular koruma amagh dizayn edilmistir, engel degildir. Operatorlerin tesadiifen
ya da dikkat dagmikligi sonucu bir kazaya mahal vermeyerek, olabilecek en giivenli seviyeyi
saglayacak sekilde tasarlanmiglardir.

Makinalardaki koruyucu aparatlar direkt olarak hareketli pargalara kars1 koruma saglar; ¢apaklardan
(sigraklardan), geri tepmelerden ve metal ya da asindirici sivilarin sigramasindan. Ayni zamanda
koruyucu aparatlar ¢alisanalrt mekanik ve elektrik kaynakli tehlikelerden de korur.

Bir koruma ekipmani, ¢alisan ile makina arasinda bir dayanigma olmadik¢a ise yaramaz. Bir
makinada ¢alisan ya da ¢evresinde bulunan operatoriin o makina hakkinda genel giivenlik kurallarini
bilmesi ¢ok onemlidir.

- Bir makinada ¢aligmaya baslamadan 6nce makina koruyucularinin uygun oldugundan ve
calistigindan emin olun.

- Makinalar1 kesinlikle korumalar1 olmadan ¢alistirmayin.

- Eger makina koruyucu aparatlar1 (ekipmanlari) eksilmis, hasar gérmiis ya da kaybolmus ise
bir an 6nce ilk amirinize haber verin.

- Sadece yetkili personel makina {lizerinde ayar ve bakim gorevlerini yapabilir.

- Makina koruyucu aparatlarini (ekipmanlarini) asla ilk amirinizin onay1 olmadan ayarlamayin
ya da kaldirmaya c¢aligmayin.

- Bakim ve ayar islemleri i¢in makina koruyucular: kaldirildiginda, makina ana salterden
kilitlenmelidir, kapali konumda tutulmalidir.

Makinalardaki koruyucu ekipmanlar (aparatlar) sizin sagliginizi ve giivenliginizi
korumak i¢in oradalar. Etkin bir bi¢cimde sizi korumaya devam etmelerini istiyorsaniz, periyodik
bakimlarin1 yaptirmay1 unutmayin.
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Do you look at machine guards as a hindrance to doing your job? Do you often think, if only that
guard wasn't there, | could do my job easier and faster? If you do, take what might be the last look at
your hands.

Statistics reveal that three out of every ten lost-time injuries involve the hands and arms and almost
ten percent of all disabling injuries are caused by machinery. While machine guards cannot prevent
all injuries to the hands, guards do prevent many accidents that in the past have crippled or maimed.

Guards are designed to protect, not hinder. They are engineered to provide as much protection as
possible, even to machine operators who take chances or who are distracted while on the job.

Machine guards protect against direct contract with moving parts, flying chips, kickbacks, and
splashing of metal or corrosive liquids. Guards are also used for machine operator protection in the event
of a mechanical or electrical failure.

A guard cannot be effective without the cooperation of the person operating the machine. It is very
important that anyone working with or around machinery understands the following general safety
rules.

- Before operating machinery always check to be sure that the proper guards are in place and in good
condition.

- No machine should be operated without guards in place.

- If guards are defective or missing, report this unsafe condition to your supervisor
IMMEDIATELY.

- Only authorized personnel should make guard adjustments.
- Guards should never be adjusted or removed unless authorized by your supervisor.

- When guards are removed for adjustment or repair, the main power switch for the machine should be
locked in the off position.

Remember, safe guards are installed on machinery to protect your safety and health. If they are to
protect you effectively, they must be position and maintained in good condition.
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
