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Insaat sahalarinda bol miktarda hava, bol miktarda yanict madde ve bol miktarda tutusturucu
kaynak bulunmaktadir. Oyleyse yangmin Onlenmesi de hepimizin ellerindedir. Burada
igyerinde yanginin dnlenmesi i¢in bazi yollar bulunmaktadir:

- Sahanin temiz tutulmasina yardimci olun. Yanic1 malzemeleri tutusturucu kaynaklardan
uzakta depolayin.

- Acik alevler, kivileimlar ve tamire ihtiyact olan elektrikli ekipman vb. fark ettiginiz her
tiirlii olas1 yangin tehlikesini raporlayin.

- Kaynak, kesme, taglama vb. sicak isleri yaparken, yanict maddelerin tutusmayacagindan
emin olun. Kaynak ve kesme islemlerinde veya acgik alevli donanim kullanirken, bir
yangin sondiiriicliyli el altinda bulundurun.

- Gegici elektrik kablolarin1 muhtemel hasarlara karsi koruyun. Elektrikli ekipmanda veya
yakininda bir yangin olmasi durumunda asla su kullanmayin, kuru kimyevi tozlu yangin
sondiirticti kullanin.

- Alevlenir maddelerin yaninda, “Sigara Icilmez” tabelasi bulunan alanlarda, veya
ekipmana yakit alirken sigara icmeyin.

- Alevlenir sivilart depolarken, daima onayli giivenlik konteynerlerini veya freticinin
orijinal konteynerini kullanin. Kullanilmadig1 zamanlarda bu konteynerleri kapali tutun ve
onlari asla ¢ikislara yada gecis yollarinda birakmayn.

- Her tirli sizintty1 olusur olugsmaz temizleyin. Sizinti temizlemede kullandiginiz
kontamine bez parcalarin1 kapali metal konteynerlerin i¢ine koyun.

- Cadir musambalarinin, plastik tabakalarin veya diger tutusturucu maddelerin ylizey
wsiticilara yakin olup olmadigini kontrol edin. Isiticilarin kaza ile devrilmesine karst 6nlem
alin.

- En yakin yangin sondiiriiciiniin nerede oldugunu ve onu nasil kullanacaginizi bilin.
Yangin sondiirme ekipmaninin; net sekilde goriiniir durumda, uygun sartlarda ve hemen
kullanima hazir olup olmadigin1 kontrol edin.

Biz igyerimizde yangin ¢ikmamasi i¢in elimizden gelen her seyi yapmaktayiz, ancak yangin
cikmamasi her zaman sizin desteginize baghdir.

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There's plenty of air, plenty of fuel, and plenty of ignition sources around construction sites—
so we've all got to be on our toes to prevent fire. Here are some ways to keep the job from
going up in smoke:

Help keep the site clean. Store combustible materials away from ignition sources.

Report any possible fire hazards that you notice: open flames, sparks, and electrical
equipment that appears to need repairs.

On hot-work jobs, be sure combustibles are safe from ignition. Have a fire extinguisher
handy for welding and cutting operations, or when open flame equipment is used.

Help protect temporary electric wiring from possible damage. In case of a fire in or near
live electrical equipment, use a dry chemical extinguisher, and not water.

Don't smoke near flammables, in "No Smoking" areas, or while re-fueling equipment.
Make sure cigarettes and matches are out.

Always use approved safety cans or the original manufacturer's container to store
flammable liquids. Keep these containers closed when not in use, and never store them
near exits or passageways.

Clean up any spills as soon as they occur. Put saturated rags into closed metal containers.

Watch to see that canvas tarps, plastic sheeting or other ignitables don't get close to space
heaters. Take care to see that heaters aren't accidentally tipped over.

Know where the closest fire-protection equipment is located, and how to use it. Check to
see that fire-fighting equipment is in the clear, in proper condition, and ready for instant
use.
